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THE MEANING OF JANUARY  Janus, was 
a two headed Roman god who guarded 
doors and gates. One of his heads was said 
to look towards the past, the other to future.  
When Romans first borrowed their calendar 
from the Greeks, they had a year only 304 
days long and dvided it into ten months be-
ginning with March. Legend has it that Janu-
ary and February were added by a king of 
Rome called Numa Pompilius in about 700 
BC. He made January the eleventh month 
and February the twelveth. This calendar  
though more accurate then the old one, was 
still not good enough. By the time of Julius 
Caesar, the dates were 3 months ahead of 
seasons so in 46 BC, Caesar ordered that 
the calendar be brought up to date, and by 
doing so made January the first month and 
February the second.  Caesarôs calendar, 
called the Julian Calendar, was used for 
1500 years. January 1st New Yearôs Day is 
celebrated a holiday in Many countries.  

THE MEANING OF FEBRUARY  February 
was named after the Latin term februum, 
which means purification, via the purification 
ritual Februa held on February 15 (full moon) 
in the old lunar Roman calendar. 
Having only 28 days in common years, it is the 
only month of the year that can pass without a 
single full moon. It is also the only month of 
the calendar that once every six years and 
twice every 11 years, will have only four full 7-
day weeks. 
Historical names for February include the Old 
English terms Solmonath (mud month) and 
Kale-monath (named for cabbage) as well as 
Charlemagne's designation Hornung. In Finn-
ish, the month is called helmikuu, meaning 
"month of the pearl"; when snow melts on tree 
branches, it forms droplets, and as these 
freeze again, they are like pearls of ice.          
In Polish and Ukrainian, respectively, the 
month is called luty or ʣʶʪʠʡ, meaning the 

month of ice or hard frost.
